Reports have been received of moisture entering the fuselage area occupied by the
circuit breakers causing the circuit breakers to trip.

To eliminate this problem, additional sealing of the seams in the nose wheel well
will be necessary in those aircraft indicated by the serial numbers listed above. Per-
magum Bead #576 and shellac or anequivalent method of sealing should beused. Piease
refer to sketch on the reverse side of this letter which indicates the areas affected.

A Warranty and Credit claim may be submitted for 1-1/2 hours labor.
